= Complete and multi-hazard solution

o Account for required equipment

o Account for protection of equipment under multi-hazards

= Describe conditions of existing electrical infrastructure and
how proposed equipment will connect to it

= Establish clear basis for risk
o Probability (recurrence interval)
o Exposure (loss of function impact)

= Provide documented occurrences of loss of function

FEMA's supporting documentation states that funding can be used:

* For code official training and certification.

* For “electronic permitting, online model code access, virtual inspection technology,
and remote building codes administration.”

* To “Cover costs associated with building department accreditation.”

* To “Engage consulting services to support activities related to building codes.”
